	RECRUIT (Plain Clothes)

a. A minimum age of 13 years.

b. After 6 weeks of training may be promoted to Marine Cadet.

	MARINE CADET SECOND CLASS (MC2)

a. Advancement to MC2 after a minimum of 12 weeks as a Recruit / Marine Cadet and satisfactory completion of phase 1 training.

b. Have passed for Marine Cadet 2nd Class Form SCC T8A

c. On the recommendation of the Commanding Officer.

	MARINE CADET FIRST CLASS (MC1) / LCPL

a. Advancement to MC1/LCPL on the satisfactory completion of Phase 2 training.

b. Have passed for Marine Cadet 1st Class Form SCC T8.

c. On the recommendation of the Commanding Officer.

d. A Cadet with a credit pass may be awarded 3 months seniority.

	
	

	0365
	MARINE CADET CORPORAL

a. Minimum age 15 years.

b. Advancement to Corporal on the satisfactory completion of Phase 3 training.

c. Have passed the Marine Cadet Corporals Board Form SCC T9.

d. On the recommendation of the Commanding Officer.

e. A Cadet with a credit pass may be awarded 3 months seniority.

	
	

	0366
	MARINE CADET SERGEANT

a. Minimum age 16 years.

b. Advancement to Sergeant on the satisfactory completion of Phase 4 training.

c. Have passed the Marine Cadet Sergeants Examination Form SCC T10.

d. On the recommendation of the Commanding Officer.

	MERIT AWARDS

A Good Conduct Badge (GCB) may be awarded for one years service and Good Conduct up to 3 years from the date of advancement to Marine Cadet Second Class. GCBs are not worn by NCOs.


	SPECIALISATION AND PROFICIENCY QUALIFICATIONS

	Once a Cadet has completed Recruit Training and has advanced to Marine Cadet Second Class he may commence his 3rd class Specialist Training.

	There are three classes of qualification in each of the specialisations, the general conditions are as follows:

a. 3rd Class (Basic Symbol)

The period of training should be commensurate with the requirements of the specialisation, the examination will be carried out by an appointed examiner.

b. 2nd Class (Basic Symbol with one star)

This qualification may be awarded to the Marine Cadet who has completed training commensurate with the requirements of the specialisation and satisfactory completion of a National Training Course at a RN/RM Establishment or under SCC auspices.

c. 1st Class (Basic Symbol with two stars)

This qualification may be awarded to a Marine Cadet who has completed training commensurate with the requirements of the specialisation and satisfactory completion of a National Training Course at an RN/RM Establishment or under SCC auspices.

	Marine Cadets who are successful in passing Specialist qualification examinations may wear the appropriate Specialist Badge. Marine Cadets may qualify in more than one specialisation, but only one specialist badge may be worn. A proficiency badge may be worn below the specialist badge.

	RECRUIT – MARINE CADET 2nd CLASS – MARINE CADET 1st CLASS

For a recruit to advance through to Marine Cadet First Class he must have passed the requisite examination for each rank. These examinations are set by SCC HQ and are convened by the MCASO in the case of MC1 and OCMCD in the case of MC/MC2.

	MARINE CADET 1st CLASS – MARINE CADET CORPORAL

To be advanced to Corporal the MC1 must pass an Area Corporals Board. The examination is set by SCC HQ and is to be convened and conducted by the Marine Cadet Area Staff Officer (MCASO) and held at regular intervals throughout the training year.

	MARINE CADET CORPORAL – MARINE CADET SERGEANT

To be advanced to Sergeant the Corporal must pass the Marine Cadet Sergeants examination. The examination is set and convened by SCC HQ and conducted at RMR Merseyside. This examination is held three times per training year.

	TRAINING SYLLABUS

	This chapter defines in detail the training syllabus for the Marine Cadet. It is designed to cover everything which a Marine Cadet needs to know to progress from Recruit to Cadet Sergeant.

	The aim is to ensure that every Instructor training Marine Cadets has available for his personal use, a syllabus which will show him what the Cadet is required to know at every stage of his training, where the information to teach the various skills and knowledge can be found, and finally how best to put it over to the Cadets.

	The syllabus is both comprehensive and progressive. It is planned in four phases covering the four stages in promotion from Recruit to Cadet Sergeant. The progressive nature of the syllabus makes it essential that Cadets cover all aspects of one phase before progressing to the next. In addition, if the maximum value is to be obtained from this syllabus, it is essential that the text books and instructional pamphlets on which it is based are used for putting over the knowledge to the Cadets.
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
