Introduction

So that we can help you as much as possible to prepare for your advancement to Ordinary Cadet, we will spend this lesson looking at what YOU need to prove to the satisfaction of the Unit Commanding Officer / Officer in Charge that you are worthy of advancement.

Aim of the Lesson

By the end of this lesson you will have an understanding of the tasks, courses and achievements expected of you before you can be advanced to Ordinary Cadet.

Cadet Advancement

1. As a minimum requirement you MUST complete your Part 1 Training. You must study and practice, to prove to your instructors that you have a full understanding of these five key subjects.

Each Part 2 topic has a certain number of points allocated to it and for advancement to Ordinary Cadet you must have obtained a minimum of eight points from Part 2 subjects. Some of the subjects open to Cadets are listed below.

a. Specialisations (Three points for each 3rd Class qualification). Typically Cadets will attempt third class only.

b. Waterbourne Proficiencies

i. SCC Pulling Competent Crew (2 Points)

ii. SCC Pulling Supervised Coxswain (3 Points)

iii. RYA Level 1 Powerboat (2 Points)

iv. RYA Young Sailors Scheme (YSS) Stage 1

v. RYA (YSS) Stage 2 or RYA National Dinghy Sailing Certificate (NDSC) Level 1 (2 Points)

vi. RYA (YSS) Stage 3 or (NDSC) Level 2

vii. RYA National Windsurfing Certificate (NWC) Level 1 (3 Points)

viii. BCU Canoe Safety Test (2 Points)

ix. BCU Canoe 1 Star/SCC Grade 5 (2 Points)

c. Proficiencies

i. SCC Swimming Test (1 Point)

ii. ASA Bronze Challenge, RLSS Grade One, STA Personal Survival (PS) 1 or Swimming Pool Rescue & water Safety (SPR&WS) Grade 1 (2 Points)

iii. Expedition Training – Basic (1 Point)

iv. Expedition Training – Proficiency (2 Points)

v. .22 Basic Shooting (1 Point)

vi. Piper (Boatswain’s Call) (3 Points)

3. Cadet Progress Chart

In order for you to monitor your progress, and that of other cadets, all points awarded are shown on the Cadet Progress Chart.

Remember….The Commanding Officer / Officer in Charge is the only person in the Unit who can decide to advance any cadet.
